Do not kink or twist tubes when they are being installed.

Do not overtighten hose clamps to avoid damaging hoses.

After installing tubes, run engine and check for fuel leaks at connections.

4. Disconnect fuel tubes and electrical connectors.

5. Hemove the six screws.

6. Disconnect fuel tubes and connector, then remove fuel

gauge assembly.

7. Remove fuel pump with chamber.
a. Pull up the front of the chamber.
b. Slide chamber forward.

8. Remove fuel pump from chamber.
